This special tasting and slide show will give you the opportunity to explore the Viña Errazuriz Family of 
Wines.  Mr. Carlos Miguel, Export Manager of Errazuriz will lead us through the portfolio of Errazuriz 
wines starting with two reception wines (Caliterra Chardonnay and Errazuriz Sauvignon Blanc).  This is a 
great opportunity to taste the portfolio of Errazuriz wines, then move onto the Arboleda wines from the 
new Mondavi / Errazuriz Estate followed by the Sena, and we will finish off with the Sauvignon Blanc 
Late Harvest.  This tasting includes lots of existing listings (you can buy it!), something new (Arboleda - 
you can't buy it yet, but you're one of the first!), top-end Sena (can you afford to buy it?) and the dessert 
wine (we know you'll love it and it has a great story!).
